Pipe Mounting

For NPT pipe, mount the light using the threaded entrance hole in the base of the light, then
skip to the Wiring Instructions.

Permanent Mounting
1. Remove the dome by using a flathead 2. Examine the inside of the base and
screwdriver to carefully pry the dome off. use a punch or drill to remove the

knock-outs present.

3. Using the gasket as a template, mark the mounting holes. Mark a center hole if you will
be running your wires through the mounting surface.

4. Drill a 3/8" hole in the outer two locations. If you plan to route the wires through the
mounting surface, drill a 3/8" hole in the center marked location as well.
CAUTION: Take care not to drill through the headliner of the vehicle below.

5. Push the enclosed rubber well nuts through the
outer holes until the bottom side of the wider lip
rests on the surface of the vehicle. S
